Theis who was 

attending a bridge conference.  Work on the Polk SE bridge continues to progress according to 

schedule.    The 130th Road grading project, running from Osceola to the city’s tree dump site, 

had a setback last week after a truck got stuck in the road.and ruined a portion of the grade.  The 

road has been closed and the crew is working making the necessary repairs.  The Road 

Department has now has all of the eligible equipment signed up on the JDLink and VisionLink 

programs.  The contractor has returned to work on completing the Shelby North overlay project 

today.
