The County Jail report for the month of April was reviewed by the Board and approved.

A motion was made by Boruch authorizing the Chairman to sign the Vyve Broadband
Business Service Order to update the wireless access points in the courthouse. The motion was
seconded by Boss and the roll call vote was Boruch, aye; Boss, aye; Westring, aye. The quote
from Applied Connective will not be accepted as the current contract with Vyve does not expire
until 2028 and Vyve does not want to cancel the contract.

Steve Melnick, the Colonial representative for Polk County’s employees, met with the
Board to review the life insurance and short disability plans the County provides for eligible
employees. There will not be an increase in the premiums for the new plan year.

A motion was made by Boruch to approve Pay Application #1 for the Polk SE bridge
project in the amount of $185,968.77 as recommended by Highway Supt. Theis. The motion
was seconded by Boss and the roll call vote was Boruch, aye; Boss, aye; Westring, aye.

Highway Supt. Theis also updated the Board on the activity in the Road Dept. The
shoulders along both the Shelby North black top and the Osceola North black top are ready for
seeding which should complete the project. Beebe Street from Kimmel Street to O Road on the



south edge of Osceola is scheduled to be paved tomorrow. All the piling has now been driven at
the Polk SE bridge project and the rock is being placed on the south abutment. The crew has
been running the magnets on their routes to pick up metal objects from the graveled road
surfaces.

Representatives from Benefit Management met with the Board to continue the discussion
regarding the benefit package provided to county employees.

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 12:05 p.m. to meet again on
May 19" and May 26", 2026. An agenda of the meetings will be available at the office of the
County Clerk.
